CENSUS DATA ARE USED IN MANY WAYS THAT WILL HELP GRAYSON COUNTY.  
BELOW ARE JUST A FEW: 

 
Distribution of more than $400 billion annually in federal funds.  We want to make sure that the County 
gets their share. 
 
Redistricting of state legislative districts. 
 
Forecasting of future transportation needs for all segments of the population. 
 
Determining areas eligible for housing as sistance and rehabilitation loans. 
 
Assisting federal, tribal, state and local governments in planning and implementing programs and services 
in education, healthcare, transportation, social services and emergency response. 
 
Designing facilities for people with disabilities, the elderly and children. 
 
Census data is used for many other helpful programs by the federal government that will benefit Grayson 
County and its citizens.
