A Public hearing for the purpose of hearing public comment pertaining to the adoption of an Ordinance
making it unlawful for any person to violate federal law by using the mails or express companies for the
mailing, carriage in the mails or delivery within Grayson County of any article or thing designed, adapted
or intended for producing abortion or any substance, article instrument, drug, medicine or thing advertised
or designed to lead another to apply it for use in abortion. The proposed ordinance is being considered
with two alternative effective dates. The first alternative would enact the ordinance to be effective
immediately. The second alternative would enact the ordinance to be effective only in the event that the
County of Grayson obtains a declaratory judgment from a court that it may enact and enforce an ordinance
requiring compliance with the abortion-related provisions of 18 U.S.C. §1461 and 18 U.S.C §1462, however
those statutes are interpreted by the court, and the declaratory judgment becomes final upon the
conclusion of direct appeals.

Supervisor Hash noted that Saturday, November 11t is Veterans Day and recognized the
veterans in attendance.

IN RE: OPENING BUSINESS

Supervisor Anderson made the motion to amend the agenda to discuss delaying the
Sanctuary of the Unborn public hearing in December; Supervisor Hash noted there are
two (2) additional items to be added to the agenda with one (1) being a presentation by
Jada Black with a Comp Plan Zoning Update regarding legal statute and the other is a
resolution for a declaration of emergency due to dry weather conditions. Supervisor
Anderson made the motion to delay the public hearing for the Sanctuary of the Unborn
to February 8, 2024 at which time the new board will be in place and the new members
can hear the issues; motion died as no second was made. Supervisor Fant made the
motion to approve the amended agenda with the two (2) items Supervisor Hash listed;
duly seconded by Supervisor Belton. Motion carried 3-1 with Supervisor Anderson
voting nay.

IN RE: PRESENTATIONS OR REQUESTS

Tabitha Rector presented a video clip from Speak Up Virginia Podcast and aired in
October 2023. Ms. Rector also noted her concerns regarding the Ordinance for
Sanctuary for the Unborn and noted that abortions have increased by 60% in Virginia
despite the Dobbs ruling. Virginia is a pro-abortion state. North Carolina is a partial pro-
life state. The people have spoken loudly and asked that the public hearing be
postponed until the January 11, 2024 meeting and delay the vote on the ordinance to
allow the new board members to hear from their constituents.

e COMP PLAN & ZONNING UPDATE — LEGAL STATUTES

Jada Black, Planning & Community Development Director, noted that the Planning
Commission is working to update the renewable energy language in the comp plan. Our
county attorney, Stephen Durbin, noted that code section 15.22229 applies authority to
initiate the public hearing process for the Planning Commission to make
recommendations to the governing body as part of the five-year review — in order to
remove any of the gray area, he suggested a motion from the Board would be a better
approach to direct the Planning Commission to prepare an amendment/amendments to
the Comprehensive Plan as part of the Commissions five-year review process under
15.22230 and especially to consider whether amendments are advisable addressing the
development of renewable energy facilities in the county and additionally making that
motion would also allow the Planning Commission to continue their five-year update
review to any chapters deemed necessary. Discussion took place and Mrs. Black noted
that the renewable zoning language is ready to go to public hearing — this way the Board
knows what’s going on and any revisions will be brought to the Board for final approval.
Supervisor Belton made the motion to approve; duly seconded by Supervisor Fant.
Motion carried 3-1 with Supervisor Anderson voting nay.



e RESOLUTION FOR DECLARATION OF EMERGENCY DUE TO DRY WEATHER
CONDITIONS

Mr. Smith explained that staff has had some inquireiesrs regarding a burn ban due to
the dry weather and Sheriff Vaughan has also inquired as well. Mr. Smith read the
resolution (listed below). Discussion took place regarding removal of the ban.
Supervisor Anderson made the motion to revise the language to add the County
Administrator to consult with the Board Chair in lifting the ban when deemed
appropriate and the Board to validate at the next Board meeting; duly seconded
Supervisor Fant. Roll call vote as follows: Tracy A. Anderson — Aye; John S. Fant — Aye;
Kenneth R. Belton — Aye; Michael S. Hash — Aye.

RESOLUTION

A RESOLUTION FOR DECLARATION OF EMERGENCY
DUE TO DRY WEATHER CONDITIONS

WHEREAS, lack of precipitation in the County during the month of October and
unseasonably high temperatures have caused grasslands and woodlands to be
extremely dry causing a moderate increase in fire risk throughout Grayson County; and,

WHEREAS, uncontrolled, open fires pose a serious threat to life and property
while the current dry conditions exist; and,

WHEREAS, the County Administrator, after consultation with Grayson County

Sheriff’s Department and advisement from the Grayson County Emergency Services has
recommended that the County of Grayson, Virginia and subject to confirmation by the
Board of Supervisors, declare an emergency prohibition against any person setting fire,
or procuring another person to set fire, to any woods, brush, logs, leaves, grass, debris,
or other flammable material within the boundaries of Grayson County both on any
public as well as on any private property, until this declaration of emergency prohibition
is declared ended by official act of the County; and,
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOVLED, that the Administrator of the County of Grayson,
Virginia, does hereby accept the recommendation of the Emergency Services to issue a
DECLARATION OF EMERGENCY DUE TO DRY WEATHER CONDITIONS in accordance with
§44-146.21 and §15.2-922.1 of the Code of Virginia and hereby establishes a ban on
open-air burning for the County of Grayson until further notice and putting on alert the
response and recovery programs of all applicable local and inter-jurisdictional
emergency operations plans should activation be warranted.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this ban is effective November 10, 2023 and that
it shall remain in effect until such ban is ended by the action of the Board of Supervisors.

Stephen A. Boyer gave the following report:

v In the last SSYP meeting with VDOT, our funding decreased from $2M to $1.5M —
Supervisor Fant pointed this out — requested staff work with VACo to come up
with a resolution supporting increased funding for the December meeting so we
can send on to our legislative leaders before the General Assembly meetings in
January. Supervisor Fant made the motion for staff to move forward; duly
seconded by Supervisor Belton.

Dear Administrator Boyer,

On October 27, | met with Jamie Carpenter, Chief of the Elk Creek Rescue Squad (ECRS). We
talked about possible ways to collaborate, and we developed a plan. Fortunately, the Virginia
Department of Health’s State Office of Rural Health had an Innovative Programming grant that
was due the following week, so Jamie and | worked together to submit a proposal. | just learned
that our request for $20,000 for start-up equipment was funded.

The basic idea is for Tri-Area Community Health (TACH) to place a telehealth-only clinic in the
ECRS building and, later this year, add a Community Paramedicine component that will allow us
to assist people in their homes. We believe this plan will help residents of Grayson County with
their medical and behavioral health-related needs, as well as assisting those who are most
vulnerable with the social drivers of health, and at the same time help with the sustainability of
the ECRS. We think this could be a model for other rural EMS units that are struggling financially
and with workforce issues.

For the clinic piece of the project, TACH will start with establishing a part-time site at ECRS that
is staffed by ECRS Paramedics who are paid by TACH for 12 hours per week. The Paramedics are
already in the building waiting for calls, so they would shift to being clinical support staff. If an
EMS call comes in, they will leave to do that, and the clinic will close, but patients could still use
technology from their homes or vehicles to connect with the TACH provider. This will allow
ECRS to continue to meet its mission while also providing access to health care and cutting the
ECRS personnel cost significantly. TACH will lease the space from ECRS, providing another
source of income for ECRS.

The Community Paramedicine component would entail the ECRS Paramedic and EMT going to
identified individuals’ homes to assist / evaluate them for medical needs as well as for other
issues that could be impacting their health (e.g., food insecurity, water issues, HVAC issues).
The team would be connected to TACH through a laptop and, if needed, could connect with a
TACH Case Manager who would facilitate reviewing the patient’s needs and identifying
potential TACH resources. When appropriate, a TACH medical or behavioral health provider
could be consulted.



Because Supervisor Fant was a crucial part of this plan coming together, | would like to provide
a summary of this project at the December 2023 Board of Supervisor’s meeting. A year from
now, in December 2024, | would like to return and report on the progress of the collaboration.

We are excited about establishing a clinic that will provide medical and behavioral health care
to residents of the Elk Creek District, and others who choose to come to that site, as well as
initiating a Community Paramedicine program that can help improve the quality and length of
life of some of the most medically vulnerable people in the District.

Please let me know if you have any questions or would like to talk further about the project or
my request to speak at the December meeting.

RESOLUTION TO DECLARE AN INTENT TO REIMBURSE
(Public Safety Radio System)

WHEREAS, the County reasonably anticipates to obtain long-term financing for all or any portion of the
costs of the Project through the County’s participation in the pooled bond program offered from time to time by
Virginia Resources Authority (“VRA”) or tax-exempt financing(s) from any other lender, as may be necessary or
convenient, in one or more financings (the “Obligations”), and accordingly, the County shall comply with the
provisions of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, so that interest on any bonds or notes issued by the
County, or VRA on behalf of the County, proceeds of which are used to fund a loan to the County, will remain
excludible from gross income for federal income tax purposes in accordance with law; and

WHEREAS, the County now desires to declare its intent to use all or any portion of the proceeds of one or
more Obligations to be issued, in one or more series, to reimburse certain expenditures in connection with the
Project, among other things, all as required by federal tax laws, including Treasury Regulations § 1.150-2 in the
Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, all as further described below.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY, as follows:

1. The Board of Supervisors of the County (the “Board”) hereby declares its intent and reasonable
expectations for the County to reimburse itself for costs and expenses relating to the Project with a portion of the
proceeds of one or more Obligations. Accordingly, this Resolution shall constitute a declaration of “official intent”
under Treasury Regulations § 1.150-2, and the County may be reimbursed, if and when any Obligations shall be
issued by the County, to the extent permitted by law.

2. It is to be understood that such prior expenditures by the County in connection with the Project
may constitute capital expenditures (or would do so with a proper election under general federal income tax
principles) or will otherwise comply with the requirements of Treasury Regulations § 1.150-2(d)(3).



3. The County has paid or caused to be paid, beginning no earlier than sixty (60) days prior to
adoption and effective date hereof, and will pay or cause to be paid, on and after such effective date hereof,
certain expenditures (the “Expenditures”) in connection with the Project. Further, it has been determined that
those moneys previously advanced no earlier than sixty (60) days prior to the date hereof and to be advanced on
and after the date hereof to pay the Expenditures related to the Project are available only for a temporary period
and it is necessary to reimburse the County for the Expenditures from the proceeds of one or more issues of
Obligations. Accordingly, the Board hereby declares its intent to reimburse the County with the proceeds of the
Obligations for the Expenditures with respect to the Project made no earlier than sixty (60) days prior to the
adoption of this Resolution. The County reasonably expects on the date hereof that it will reimburse the
Expenditures with the proceeds of the Obligations.

4, The County will make, or cause to be made, a reimbursement allocation, which is a written
allocation that evidences the use of proceeds thereof to reimburse the Expenditures, no later than eighteen (18)
months after the later of the date on which each Expenditure is paid or the Project is placed in service or
abandoned, but in no event more than three years after the date on which each Expenditure is paid. This
declaration of intent to reimburse, as required by federal tax laws, shall take effect immediately.

5. The maximum principal amount of Obligations expected to be issued or incurred by the County
for the funding of the Project is reasonably anticipated to be approximately $4,000,000.

6. It is to be understood that no Obligations shall be issued, sold, or awarded by the County unless
and until the Board adopts an appropriate authorizing resolution and takes all other such further acts as may be
required by law, in order for the County to issue any Obligations in connection with the Project.

The potential
buyer approached Kenneth and asked if the building was available.

Dr. Burnette made a motion to allow Perry to explore the possibility of selling the
Higher Ed Center, and to bring back to the Board a selling price either by email,
phone, or an online meeting. Rex Hill seconded the motion. The motion carried with
all in favor.

Perry will sit down and go over the repairs that have been identified in order to
bring the building up to code and to the requirements of the USDA.

Perry shared that the Small Business Development Center will be moving upstairs
to recently renovated offices. The Mount Rogers group will be going into an office
previously occupied by the testing center upstairs and the testing center will
relocate to the office beside Deborah's, so that she can proctor tests without
leaving her desk and be able to work while proctoring. The relocation was
approved by the BRCEDA Board.

Perry further shared that Crossroads is planning an event here December 12 from
3-8 p.m. Plans are to have Santg, food trucks, trees decorated by Crossroads
tenants, s'mores for the community, and other holiday festivities. WCC will give
tours. The Committee that is putting this event together is made up of the Twin
County Chamber, WCC, and Crossroads.

Willie Greene asked if the local community would still be able to use the meeting
rooms for conferences and meetings. Perry assured him that they would. WCC’s
facility use policy is that 501¢3s and governmental agencies use the facility at no
charge.

Farm Fresh Program Scheduled to Complete 2023 Season

The deadline for Farmers Market Coupon applications was September 30, 2023. District Three
ended the Farm Fresh season by distributing 4,258 altocated coupons to qualifying seniors. This
is 459 more booklets than 2022. There has been $88,975 worth of coupons redeemed as of
September 30, 2023. November 18, 2023 is the last day to purchase food products, so seniors
are urged to purchase fall fruits and vegetables before the checks are voided.



Media Campaign Highlights Economic Hardships for
Seniors

The National Council on Aging reached out to District Three to locate
seniors in our area to interview for the New York Times about the
economic need in Southwest Virginia. Reporters conducted two
separate visits to our area to interview residents regarding the
economic hardships seniors face, especially in rurat areas. The first article was in the October
17, 2022 edition of the New York Times entitled “An Uptick in Elder Poverty: A Blip, or a Sign of
Things to Come?” by Lydia DePillis. The second article was by Paula Span entitled “THE NEW
OLD AGE

‘Close to the Line’: Why More Seniors are Living in Poverty” which was published in the New
York Times on September 30, 2023.

Public Guardianship Program Prepares for the Holiday Season

The District Three Public Guardianship Program (PGP) provides guardianship services to 128
individuals who are indigent. Our guardians are preparing for our annual shopping trip to provide
holiday gifts to individuals in the program. This year we have 40 individuals on our Angel Tree.
For these individuals, this will be the only gifts they will receive this year. If you or your group
would like to adopt someone and grovide gifts for that individual, please contact Chris Stone,
Program Director, at (276) 783-8157 or via email at cstone@district-three.org.

Home Delivered Meals Program Prepares for Upcoming Year

Fiscal year 2024 food vendor contracts were awarded to Golden Gourmet for frozen meals and
Golden Gourmet for Shelf Stable meals at the September Board of Commissioners meeting.

The Home Delivered Meals program served homebound seniors with a total of 120,417 meals in
fiscal year 2023.

Home Delivered Meals staff received annual training and were provided with a review of the
policies and procedures to successfully perform their duties.

During the month of October, Home Delivered Meals staff will be completing a six-month well-
check on all clients signed up for the program to ensure that their needs are being met.

Friendship Cafes Award New Vendor Contract for FY 24

During the September meeting of the Board of Commissioners, the Wooden Pickle in Marion,
VA was approved to provide hot meals for Friendship Cafes during fiscal year 2024.

Congregate Sites are currently open for regular meetings. District Three has created new meal
entree options to begin in October and will be utilizing seasonal fruit and vegetables to provide
fresher meals for seniors. A new weekly congregate site has begun in Whitetop, Virginia and
meets every Monday from 9:00 am — 1:00 pm. District Three Governmental Cooperative now
provides hot meals across six counties, five days a week.



Care Managers Are Experiencing a High Volume of Referrals

The Care Management Team has been extremely busy with referrals through the Emergency
Services Program. The fuel assistance program through the Department of Social Services will
not be starting their vouchers until the first of January 2023. District Three's Benefits Enroliment
Center will screen clients for DSS fuel assistance and submit their application. District Three is
waiting on the funding level for their Fuel Assistance Program which will begin before the DSS

program. Care Managers continue to receive a large volume of utility termination notices issued
to seniors.

Clients in need of the Emergency Program must meet certain eligibility requirements. With the
rising cost of fuel and utilities this season, programs will experience a higher volume of
requests. Care managers continue to refer clients to other District Three services such as,
Home Delivered Meals, Senior Mecical Transportation, Homemaker Services, Chore Services,
Respite Services, SNAP applications, Benefits Enroliment Center and various other community
resources. |f you have any questions, please contact a Care Manager either at the Marion
office at 276-783-8157 or the Galax office at 276-236-5228.

Vaccination Clinics Available Areawide

The Aging and Disability Vaccine Collaboration program has
been providing vaccination clinics throughout our service area.
Since starting on April 27, the ADVC staff along with Laura
Lester, a Pharmacist at Marion Family Pharmacy, have
administered 1,117 vaccinations.

The District Three has partnered with three other Area Agencies
on Aging as well as 13 pharmacies, a doctor’s office, Brock Hughes Free clinic, and 11 Stone
Mountain Health community clinics. Staff are holding vaccine clinics in October and November.

Mountain Lynx Transit Increases Community Engagement Activities

in recent months Mountain Lynx Transit has upped its community engagement. Transit
brochures for each locality have been updated, and the brochures are being distributed to senior
centers, recreation facilities, visitor centers, libraries, and other community gathering spaces
across Mountain Lynx Transit's service area. Transit staff attended Senior Day events in
Abingdon and Galax, a resource fair at Virginia Highlands Community College, Feeding
Southwest Virginia’s annual conference, and Abingdon’s Historic Preservation Day, meeting
community members and sharing service information.

At Mountain Lynx’s quarterly driver safety meeting in early October, Mount Rogers Community
Services staff provided training to bus operators on how to recognize and respond to an opioid
overdose emergency with the administration of naloxone. Bus operators also received fire
extinguisher training with a fire extinguisher prop on loan from the Bristol Virginia Fire
Department. The training event also provided additional training on safe driving practices and
wheelchair securement.

Mountain Lynx Transit service continues to be fare-free.

Held at Galax Fire

Call to Order:

Everyone was welcomed and the meeting was called to order.

Approval of Minutes

Minutes were approved.

Emergency Services Coordinator Update

Communications Update

We have been working toward a solution for a multi jurisdiction 911 communications system for several
years now and we have been unsuccessful to date. We are now approaching it from a different
direction and Grayson County has set up a Wireless Authority. This will include the 911 communications
as well as cellular and internet. Hopefully working toward all of these issues at the same time will be
beneficial. We will be putting towers up and we will be making sure 911 will have full access to the ones
needed. We have the funds to get started with a stabilization plan and we are putting that together
now.

Shane Prescott

Shane gave his update on Communications. We know that the western area of the County is the
greatest need area right now as to what we want to focus on. The first round of spending will be coming
next year. It will be geared toward the agencies to make the decisions. As we get into the winter, it will
be more difficult to work on the towers due to weather issues, so that is to be expected. Would like for
everyone to be thinking about mobiles, portables, and repeaters. How many will be needed.

Agency Licensure for Grayson County Emergency Services

We now have our license. The vehicles are licensed and ready to go. We will be covering six 12hr shifts
per week. We have a new hire. Paramedic Sheila Phillips will now be part of the team and will be
responding to calls as well. She will be a great asset and many people already are familiar with her.



Ambulance Acquisition Update

The ambulance that we got approved for last year is available now. We have the grant and are waiting
for the money to come over on that. It is in the works.

Fire Vehicle Acquisition

We have spoken about the fire apparatus funds and we know that it is going to be $75,000.00 per fire
agency. It is going to be available soon. The county is not able to sign on the documents for purchases.
We have been trying to figure out the logistics of how the process will work without the county owning
the apparatuses. We probably won’t be able to get it this quarter. We are working on a policy and how
to disperse the funds. There will be specifications on what the money is spent on. It must be spent on
apparatuses. If you want to use it on anything else, you will have to get it approved by the Board of
Supervisors.

Turnout Washers

The Turnout Washers ordered are in and they are currently sitting at Adam’s Building Supply in
Independence. We have to decide on who will get them. Rugby and Troutdale will get the first sets. Do
we want to order two more?

Striker Contract
It's been a long road. However, now every piece of equipment that is Striker and is not aged out is
covered. Every piece that was submitted by your agency is covered. If you have questions on what it

covers contact Phillip or Paul.

Unit 161 Schedule

We are distributing the schedule for Unit 161. The schedule for October and November is on this one.

Coverage

The County Administrator is wanting the Commission to come up with a mechanism of notifying Paul
and Twin County 911 of coverage days. We need to know the coverage of each shift, so we know where
to locate Unit 161. There was further discussion.

4FL and ATL Updated Financials

Paul gave 4FL and ATL for each agency. Financials were discussed.



New Business

There was further discussion on the disbursement of Apparatus funds. There was a motion to a 10 year
term and to get it drawn up and relayed to the Board of Supervisors. Brian Billings motioned. Doug
Peak seconded. All were in favor.

Turnout Washers. There was a motion for Rugby and Elk Creek to get the current. Doug Peak made a
motion. Seconded. All were in favor.

It was clarified that the washers will be installed for the agencies.

Brian made a motion to order the other two sets with the allotted funds. They will go to Mt. Rogers and
Troutdale. It was seconded. All were in favor.

Rescue Coverage

There was discussion amongst the members on how to provide a schedule of their agencies to the
County and CCOMM. Paul said that as of right now, they will be doing six 12hr shifts Monday through
Saturday. Phillip stated to give him a list of days that each agency will be short on coverage. That way
they will know how to adjust their coverage schedule to assist. Phillip stated that we may use Google
Calendar and try that for now. If possible, try and get the list for October.

Vehicle Classification for Agencies

We are working on differentiating between the ambulances and Rescue Fire Units. Ideas were
presented. It was decided to assign “MEDIC” to all ambulances. There was further discussion on the
Fire Apparatuses. That will be revisited. If each agency will go into the Fire Domain and make sure that
the names of the apparatuses are in as they should be. Be sure to let Phillip know which ones are
corrected.

Twin County Regional Hospital

Visited to speak on Hospital wait times. They are working on the wait times within the Emergency
Department. Starting tomorrow you can actually go to the website to look at wait times for that
particular moment. Itis updated every four hours. There is also a widget to click on that will give more
information on what would be better suited for the Emergency Department or an urgent care. There
are big plans for the Emergency Department. They are working extremely hard to get the wait time
down. Last week we have signed a contract for dialysis and will be able to start providing in house
dialysis. There are also many other projects underway. The hospital would like to thank all of the
agencies for what they do.
